Canva-Students under 13 may use Canva only if their parent or legal guardian has given
permission fo their teacher or school.

Class Dojo - first and last name (via teacher)

Code.org - Google apps login
Discovery Education - student username/email address

Duolingo - Students under 13 may use Duolingo for Schools only if their parent or legal guardian's
email address is provided to request consent

Epic! - first name, students join their teacher’s class/library

Flipgrid - first name only, in the teacher’s account/grid

Freckle - first and last name

iReady-students’ first and last name and username and join their teacher’s class

Kahoot - first name only

Khan Academy - Students under 13 may use Khan Academy only if their parent or legal guardian's
email address is provided to request consent.

Kodable - student’s first name
Learning A-Z - Students under 13 may use Learning A-Z only if a teacher or school administrator
creates their account

Newsela - Google apps login
Padlet - no student data shared, students respond on teacher-created Padlet
PebbleGo - no student data shared, a generic login is used for all K-3 students

Prodigy - student username/email address (gr 3-6 only)

RAZ Plus- the first name in the teacher’s account

Seesaw - Google apps login

SpellingCity - Students under 13 if a teacher or school administrator creates their account.
Storybird - Students under 13 may use Storybird only if their parent or legal guardian's email
address is provided to request consent.

e Tinkercad - Students under 13 may use Tinkercad only if their parent or legal guardian's email

address is provided to request consent
Tumble Books - no student data is used
TypingClub- Students under 13 may use Typing Club only if their parent or legal guardian has given
verifiable permission to their teacher or school.

e Typing Pal - Students under 13 may use Typing Pal only if a teacher or school administrator creates
their account.

e Tynker - Students under 13 may use Tynker only if their parent or legal guardian has given
permission fo their teacher or school.

e Wevideo - Students under 13 may use WeVideo only if their parent or legal guardian has given
verifiable permission to their teacher or school.

e xIraMath - first name and grade level

protected appropriately.

Your child is not required to use these tools, as an alternative assignment will be provided; therefore, your
child’s grade is NOT dependent on this tool. The alternative assignment will be determined according to
the project, grade, and teacher on an as-needed basis.
